2. Encompasses nearly 8,500 acres of natural beauty in Allamakee County
3. 46 rolling acres of open park, including recently constructed Hideaway Park
4. Highlights an extensive photograph collection which documents the growth of this lowa river town
5. 3 acre prehistoric cemetery
6. 12-sided, beef cattle barn built in 1914
ACROSS:
1. Includes a nature/walking trail in Postville
2. This area is lighted by decorative globe lights in Postville
3. First built school west of the Mississippi
4. Location of still intact courtroom from early Allamakee history
5. Has a spectacular panoramic view of 50 miles of beautiful Mississippi Valley, including 3 states
